We’ll need as many Rotarian as possible on the day
for what should be our biggest Music Festival ever!

This week’s guest speaker was our club member
Steve Paterson providing some background to
PNCC Rates Process. Steve has held senior financial
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management roles at the Palmerston North City
Council since 1979. His current particular focus is on

strategic financial planning and treasury management.

Steve is a member of Rotary International since 1981
and his current involvement is as secretary of the
Rotary Club of Palmerston North.

The PNCC are always looking at ways to improve the
rating system and incorporating the 10 Year Plan and

longer. Currently they are consulting with staff and the

community seeking feedback on the Asset
Management Plans and possible risks including
inflation, interest rates, future land zoning and
developments. Current income from rates is about
$125m per year and this is 75% of total income. The
PNCC also needs to take into consideration such

things as Climate Control, Current Condition of Assets

including Storm & Waste water, future infill, Council
owned Earthquake prone buildings and other key
issues.

Rates glossary

There are different kinds of rates for
different kinds of property. Here are the
most common rates terms explained.

Fixed charges

e fixed charges are made to cover the
costs of services which can be
identified by property (water supply,
wastewater disposal, recycling)

e each property with a similar service
pays the same fixed amount
e significant non-residential water users
are metered
Uniform annual general charge

e auniform annual general charge is
applied to all rateable properties
within Palmerston North

e it ensures each property contributes a
minimum amount of the general rate
and moderates rates on high value
properties

e the uniform general charge for 2020-
21 is $500

General rate

Each property is charged a general rate -
based on land value - with different rates
(differentials) applying to each property
category.

The categories in the Council's differential
rating scheme reflect differing property uses:

e single unit residential

e multi-unit residential

e non-residential

e rural and semi-serviced

e miscellaneous
Differential surcharges (a higher rate in the
dollar) are applied to multi-unit residential
and commercial/industrial properties. Single
unit residential and rural/semi-serviced
properties are charged lower rates.
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Single unit residential

e one house on one section
Multi-unit residential

e asingle dwelling with flat attached
e Two or more houses, flats or
apartments on one certificate of title
Non-residential

e property used for business or industry
Rural and semi-serviced

e land that doesn't have access to
Council wastewater services
Miscellaneous

e miscellaneous describes a range of
property uses, including home-based
businesses, commercial/industrial in
the rural area, and some categories of
vacant land
